Where does cruelty come from? Do we learn it day by day, or has it always resided within our

hearts? As adults, are we truly different from the confused adolescents we no longer appear to
be?

One of the central motivations behind the Deriva Collection is the ongoing questioning of
established orders: ideological, religious, artistic institutions, contingent politics, moral norms,
and, with them, the relationship between innocence and maturity.

This selection brings together artists of diverse backgrounds, nationalities, and interests. What
these works share is a sense of wonder at inhabiting a body that changes without consulting us,
that bleeds without permission, that desires before we understand what desire is. They explore
the construction of gender codes—sometimes through torment, sometimes through the
exhilarating sense of novelty that life can offer.
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
